


Each year 100,000 albatrosses are killed
by fishing boats. The lines that boats use
can stretch for fifty miles and the birds get
caught in them whilst searching for fish for
their young. Having got caught in the lines,
the albatrosses are pulled under the water
and drowned. Their chicks, sitting in a nest
possibly hundreds of miles away, waiting
for their parents to return, will die from
starvation.






(Evidence-claim) Each year 100,000 albatrosses
are killed by fishing boats. (Explanation) The
lines that boats use can stretch for fifty miles and
the birds get caught in them whilst searching for
fish for their young. Having got caught in the
lines, the albatrosses are pulled under the water
and drowned. (Prediction-claim) Their chicks,
sitting In a nest possibly hundreds of miles away,
walting for their parents to return, will die from
